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The Judge of the Interdistrict Court of Bishkek, N.Kh. Bekbayeva, having considered
the application for injunction,

DETERMINED AS FOLLOWS:

Muhlbauer ID Services GmbH has filed an administrative claim to the Inter-District
Court of Bishkek against the SRS under the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic, the State
Procurement Department under the Ministry of Finance of the Kyrgyz Republic, the
Independent Interagency Commission on review of complaints and protests, and inclusion in
the database of unreliable and unscrupulous suppliers to recognize the decisions of February 1,
2019, of February 5, 2019 as invalid.

Together with its claim, the representative of the claimant applied to the court seeking an
injunction, prohibiting the SRS at the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic and Garsu Pasaulis
CJSC to undertake actions aimed at concluding the contract for purchase of new-generation
Kyrgyz passport blanks.

Having considered this application, the court deems it possible to satisfy it for the
following reasons.

In accordance with Article 116(1) of the Administrative Procedure Code of the Kyrgyz
Republic, the court may, upon a motivated request of the claimant or upon its own initiative,
issued an injunction in support of the claim. An injunction is allowed at any stage of the
proceedings, provided that if an injunction is not granted, the performance of the court order
may be made difficult or impossible, or if there are obvious circumstances of the unlawfulness
of the administrative act, or action (inaction) of the administrative organ.

In accordance with Article 116(2)(1) of the Administrative Procedure Code of the Kyrgyz
Republic, an injunction can take the form of: prohibition directed towards the respondent and
other persons to undertake certain actions.

In view of the above, guided by Articles 116, 192 of the Administrative Procedure Code
of the Kyrgyz Republic, the Court

RULES AS FOLLOWS:
To satisfy the application of Muhlbauer ID Services GmbH on injuctive relief.

The SRS under the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic and Garsu Pasaulis CJSC are
forbidden to undertake actions aimed at concluding the contract for purchase of new-generation
Kyrgyz passport blanks, up until the administrative case is heard on the merits.

This Ruling can be appealed within 10 days with the Bishkek City Court.
